PCPA Executive Board Meeting

June 13, 2003

I.  Call to Order - President K. Miller called the meeting to order at 8:37 am

II.  Roll Call – K. Miller called the roll.

III.  Approval of April 12 minutes – T. Jones moved, R. Illsley seconded the motion that the April 12 minutes be approved.  The motion carried.

IV.  Treasurer’s Report – In the absence of J. Puzycki, a written report was provided and K. Miller reported that PCPA has total assets of $16,319.40 ($8,373.89 in savings; $7,945.51in checking) as of April 30, 2003.  T. Eicher moved and B. Clark seconded to approve the amended Treasurer’s Report of 11 April 2003; motion carried.  R. Illsley moved, M.E. Bayuk seconded the motion to approve the Treasurer’s report.  The motion carried.  R. Illsley and T. Eicher moved to accept the historical annual report picture for the last five years – with  “friendly amendment” requesting 30 April clarification on the 1999-2000-membership figure of $11,539.72; figure is significantly higher than the years preceding and the years following.  Discussion on the conference costs for 2001-02; figure of $2,112.29 seems low.  

V.  Member at Large Reports:
A.  Two Year East – T. Jones is working on an idea to contact transfer counselors at the community colleges to fill a niche needed by staff at 2-year colleges.  One strength of PCPA is number of two-year colleges as members.  D. Hilton volunteered to work with T. Jones to develop a marketing piece to promote PCPA.  Suggested that a program at the conference (perhaps a roundtable) be offered.  Suggested to involve R. McShane.

Two Year West  - No report.

B.  Four Year Public East – No report.

Four Year Public West – T. Eicher reported that he made contact with his constituents and will contact again to promote the conference.

C. Four Year Private East – No report.

Four Year Private West – R. Illsley reported she is continuing to sort out her MAL roster.

General discussion on best way to reach constituents – the more personal, the better.  M.E. Bayuk recommended an inexpensive software package called WorldMerge (http://www.world-merge.com/), which personalizes emails.

VI.  Commission Chair Reports:

A.  Membership - B. Clark noted that at the conception of the ListServ in 2000, there were 32 members; 132 members (55%) currently on listserv.  B. Clark presented a detailed membership report by expiration dates, member types, type of school, professional experience, ethnic origin and gender; currently, 220 members.

4 emeriti members; one comp as ACPA link. B. Clark noted that membership will be down dollar wise this year as the new membership cycle begins; everyone should be on same cycle by 2004.  Suggested that MALs contact members whose memberships expired or will expire in October 2003 and remind folks to renew; B. Clark will send names to the MALs.  B. Clark was thanked for her years of devoted service.

B.  Constituencies – No report.

C.  Communications – C. Strong reported continuing difficulties with e-newsletter; will connect with M. Bauman to investigate.  Newsletter themes for 2003-04 discussed.  Agreed that July theme will be “excess dependency;” C. Strong to contact B. Mauro who volunteered to write the feature on this topic.  Suggested that newsletter themes and Keystone Seminar themes could compliment each other.  Themes for November – How to communicate with students/best practices/use of technology and March – experiential education. 

C. Strong presented report from Dr. Sue Perlis, Journal Editor.  Concern that manuscripts are not forthcoming.  S. Perlis presented suggested that PCPA might be open to doing a joint venture with the PA Association for Developmental Educators.  K. Miller offered to contact S. Perlis to discuss; there was general consensus that we would be open to this idea.  It was also noted that the Grady Roberts Writing Award essay be included in the Journal.  B. Mauro is to be contacted.  During the discussion it was mentioned that all students who submit essays for the award be contacted and told of outcome; D. Hilton offered to contact Grady Roberts.

Draft of membership brochure was distributed and feedback requested; reprint necessary due to website change.

C. Strong to communicate with M. Bauman about website.

General discussion about Communications Chair position – chair is to ensure format consistency with all methods of communication.

D.  Professional Development – M. Burnett reported that we achieved our goal of having Keystones operate in the black.  Total of 65 attendees throughout the year; 3 Keystones; one cancelled for weather/lack of attendees.  East side of state is more difficult – membership not as strong.  The dates for the upcoming Keystones, sites and topics will be determined shortly and be placed in the July newsletter.  M. Burnett was thanked for her years of leadership.

VII.  Appointed Committee Reports:
A.  2003 Conference – J. Rossi distributed proposed annual conference fee list and asked for input as to what is not on the list.  Noted that free membership, won by B. Mauro at 2002 conference, be added.   K. Miller will contact sponsors.  Current budget is currently built with no donations, although donations are anticipated; thus, conference fee structure is on the “higher” end.  Radisson accepted our tax-exempt status.  Ernie Pascarella is keynoter for Monday after lunch, due to his schedule; Dr. Janice Evans, new VP at Chatham, was asked to serve as keynoter on Sunday.  Business Meeting time slot can be flexible; per President K. Miller, “flexibility is the hallmark of PCPA.”

Discussion of vendor area; no cost for additional space to establish area.  Suggested that K. Miller make contact with possible vendors and if there is a critical mass, have vendor area.  If not a critical mass, can pursue sponsorships.

J. Steel submitted proposal for PCPA Graduate Student Conference Involvement, which includes a reduced conference fee and scholarships.   Discussion about which colleges and universities be included in the scholarship pool; also, should a membership be included as part of the scholarship.  Kinks were identified with the scholarships and it was then suggested that rather than a scholarship, a one-year free professional membership be offered.  Also agreed that all PA schools with programs that prepare folks for careers in higher education be included.  

Lots of discussion on issues and implications of proposal; reduced conference fee reduced rate was accepted.  M.E. Bayuk was asked to examine the number of graduate student members and this will be discussed at next meeting.

B.  Faculty Liaison – Because of the absence of R. Lunardini, no report was given.

C.  NBCC – K. Miller shared T. Steiner’s written report.  B. Clark motioned and T. Eicker seconded that we purchase the PA licensed professional counselor mailing list for $84; motion carried.

D.  POAC – No report.

E.  Historian – No report.

F.  Graduate Student Liaison – K. Wolfe presented her ideas on reaching graduate students.  It was suggested that K. Wolfe pursue a graduate student workshop, to dovetail with the conference, on resume review, interview techniques, job search strategies, etc.  Suggested that an area college could host this event.

VIII.  Old Business
A.  Emeritus Status for Grady Roberts/Contribution to Scholarship Fund - D. Hilton moved and B. Clark seconded that emeritus status be granted to Grady Roberts; motion carried.  Suggested that the membership be solicited for support of the scholarship fund established at the University of Pittsburgh in honor of Dr. Robert’s retirement.  This is to be included in the July newsletter; D. Hilton will prepare solicitation.

IX.  New Business
A.   Letterhead – K. Miller reported that letterhead is needed; priced at 100 for $89; additional 1,000s available at $40.  C. Strong is secure second bid from Xerox and communicate with K. Miller before ordering.

B. PCPA “stuff” – K. Miller noted that PR-type materials needs to be ordered since web address change.

C. House Bill 464 - Item was tabled; discussion to be posted to the ListServ; J. Puzycki will be asked to shepherd the discussion.

D. ACPA/NASPA Consolidation - Noted that this will be discussed at July ACPA meeting.  Key issue:  states

maintain a voice.  D. Hilton will put on ListServ for group discussion.  No current, additional information.

E. Strategic Planning – The need to update the organization’s strategic plan was discussed.  A SWOT analysis was to be conducted at the board retreat; however, time did not permit.  It will be discussed at the next meeting of the board.

F. Conference 2004 - Recommended that a central location be pursued; dates are 3, 4, and 5 October.  Suggested that the 2004 conference chair begin shadowing current chair; M. McGinnis noted that she is currently recruiting chair.
