PCPA Exec Board Meeting

I. Call to Order – President K. Miller called the meeting to order at 1:00pm.

II. Roll Call – J. Schumacher called roll.

III. Approval of September 12, 2003 minutes – R. Illsley moved, J. Rossi seconded to approve the minutes from September 12, 2003 with the corrections of the spelling of Jaimie Steel’s name and removing second notation of Lois Mendez-Catlin’s name.  Motion carried.

IV. Treasurer’s Report – J. Puzycki reported we have a total of $17,129.70 with $8,723.81 in checking and $8, 406.36 in savings.  He noted that the final conference bills are outstanding.  D. Hilton moved, T. Eicker seconded to accept the Treasurer’s Report.  Motion carried.  J. Puzycki noted he and J. Rossi will review the billing on site Tuesday, October 21, 2003.

V. Member at Large Reports

a. Two-Year East – T. Jones spoke of his work with his transfer colleagues to consider also being a part of PCPA and create a niche for their professional needs.  There was support from the group but in the Western part of the state there may already a group that covers this need.  He still thinks this would be a good organization for those on the Eastern part of the state.  He still needs to work with D. Hilton on marketing to encourage membership from two-year institutions.

b. Two-Year West – Due to the absence of R. McShane, no report was given.

c. Four-Year Public East – Due to the absence of M. Bauman, no report was given.

d. Four-Year Public West – T. Eicker reported he sent out an email correspondence to garner more interest in the conference.

e. Four-Year Private East – position vacant – President K. Miller has been working from the list gathered at the September 12th meeting to determine who should fill the position.

f. Four-Year Private West – R. Illsley reported she sent out a letter prior to September board meeting to encourage attendance especially with grad students from her area.

VI. Commision Chair Reports 

a. Membership - ME Bayuk reported our membership is up from September with 27 new members and 14 renewals.  She has some dilemma with how to list out of state graduate students.  She decided to list them as associate members.  They have paid the graduate student rate but are in the database as associate along with professionals.  There was discussion about whether they should be listed as grad students or associates.  It was determined they should be listed as graduate students regardless of location.

b. Constituencies – President K. Miller read M. Mitchell’s report.  She is working with J. Steel on hosting the Keystone East for the fall.  She has contacted someone from the Commission for PA Community Colleges to invite them to the January exec meeting and give legislative update.   

c. Communications – C. Strong is seeking volunteers to cover the keynotes at the conference.  ME Bayuk suggested using conference volunteers to get additional input in the newsletter.  She is also looking for assistance with newsletter articles on Best Practices and Technology in Higher Ed.  Anything form the MALs needs to be turned in by the end of the month.  She also needs exec board slate for the issue and D. Hilton will provide.

d. Development – J. Steel reported the Keystone West will be at St. Francis University and Keystone East will be at the Reading Area Community College.  She has panels set up for afternoon but still trying to find keynote for morning.  18 mentors and 18 mentees sign up and were able to connect them under their areas of interest rather well.  R. Lundardini noted that IUP is going to go through Middle States review and electronic portfolios is going to be area.  That could be good topic for a graduate student keystone.  She needs to work with Tom on NBCC credits for the Keystones.

VII. Appointed Committee Reports

a. 2003 Conference – J. Rossi welcomed group to the conference.  138 people attending with 74 first time attendees and 44 grad students. There will be red ribbons for first time attendees and navy ribbons for grad students.  She thanked her wonderful committee.

b. Faculty Liaison – R. Lundardini reported a large delegation including 1 faculty member and grad students to the Student Affairs at the University of Maryland and felt it was disappointing.  There were less than half of the schools normally represented were there.  Since this is an ACPA sanctioned event, he suggested PCPA  should look into why that may have occurred and if there is anything the organization could do to assist for the future.

c. NBCC – T. Steiner reported there are now have 17 sessions for NBCC credit.  He is working with J. Steel on Keystones as well.

d. POAC – J. Merkle reported there are several past officers attending the conference.  POAC wrote to all senior level Student Affairs Officers to attend the conference and included a conference registration.  There is an updated list to share for future use but still have some minor corrections to do of changes from summer.  President K. Miller requested the list be sent out to exec board list serve.  

e. Historian – Due to the absence of  ML Kennedy, no report was given.

f. Grad Student Liaison – K. Wolf reported she had one liaison resign but was able to fill opening with another individual.  She plans to get around and meet as many of the graduate students as she can.  She asked if the board could consider hosting a place on web site for graduate students to post resumes.  She would still like to see a targeted Keystone topic such as a grant writing seminar for grad students especially for thesis or dissertation.  R. Lunardini suggested a HR professional to discuss the benefits they will hear about when go for first position so understand choices need to make.  K. Miller noted the need to consider potential replacements for Kerri for next year.

VIII. Old Business

a. ACPA Conference 2004/PCPA Reception – B. Mauro reported he has applied for an auxiliary program/reception.  It will be 2 hours.  He asked if the board would like to consider a shared reception( with a food and cash bar) to off set costs.  These would run around $2000.  He doesn’t have a specific date yet but applied for Sunday which is last night prior to end of conference.  He asked if the board would like any type of program or just have a meet and greet.  It was suggested to have an on-going power point with some info about PCPA.  He showed a mock up invite to possibly send to PCPA members and PA members of ACPA.

b. PCPA Conference 2004 – M. McGinnis reported the dates of October 3-5, 2004 are available at Clarion in Carlisle.  There was a great deal of  discussion about not going back to that sight.  It was suggested considering Lancaster, Hershey or somewhere central.  M. McGinnis and J. Schumacher will go back and look at other locations.  J. Schumacher is also interested in a co-chair for the conference as well.

b. SWOT Analysis – D. Hilton reported need to update our Strategic Planning.

c. Executive Board and the Conference – K. Miller requested the exec board make the extra effort to greet everyone attending and take advantage of the opportunity to support the conference committee.
