PCPA Executive Board Meeting

I.  Call to Order:  President K. Miller called the meeting to order at 8:47 am.

II.  Roll Call:  J. Schumacher called the roll.

III.  Approval of June 13, 2003 Minutes:  T. Jones moved, R. McShane seconded the motion to approve the June 13, 2003 minutes. J. Puzycki had discussion regarding a comment from the Treasurer’s report.  He believes the difference in the membership is due to the change in cycle of handling membership renewals.  Motion carried.

IV.  Treasurer’s Report:  J. Puzycki reported the total assets as of September 12, 2003 are $16, 419.15 with $8,018.34 in checking and $8,400.81 in savings.  Some of the expenses were late submits from Keystone travels.  M. E. Bayuk moved, R. McShane seconded the motion to approve the Treasurer’s report.  Motion carried.

V.  Member at Large Reports:

A. Two-Year East – T. Jones noted there still needs to be a discussion about a marketing plan for 2-year schools.  D. Hilton was going to work with him on this.  He invited others from 2-year schools to be involved.  

B. Two-Year West – R. McShane noted the Western PA Consortium of Community Colleges has a conference that falls at the same time as our conference.  She thinks this would be good group to work with for membership in PCPA.  She suggested trying to see if someone from our membership was attending that conference and could promote PCPA.

C. Four-Year Public East – Due to the absence of M. Bauman, no report was given.

D. Four-Year Public West – T. Eicker sent out the Blue Ribbon committee information to his constituencies.  K. Miller noted that T. copied him on the letter he sent out and asked each MAL to do the same for any correspondences. 

E. Four-Year Private East – L. Mendez-Caitlin has resigned.  K. Miller has asked for suggestions of who to ask about the position.

F. Four-Year Private West – K. Miller read the report R. Illsley sent and noted she has sent emails to her constituencies about the conference.

VI.  Commission Chair Reports:

A. Membership – M.E. Bayuk noted again the excellent condition of the membership files she received from Beth Clark.  One area M.E. Bayuk is working on is cleaning up the data base.  It may look like the membership has dipped.  Anyone who doesn’t have an active membership is being moved to the Friends of PCPA database after they have received a letter about the lapse in their membership.  Anyone on the list serve with a lapsed membership is getting an email about being removed from the list serve as well.  There are 130 memberships on the listserve.  Past practice has been if a person hasn’t noted anything on the question of the listserve, they weren’t added.  D. Wilson thought it was voted on in April that anyone who joins is on the listserve and then could ask to be removed.  M. E. Bayuk noted as well that the web page instructs people on how to join and she and Beth, who still maintains the listserve, are trying to keep up with members only being able to be active on the listserve.  M. E. Bayuk noted that there was a problem with the listserve and the receipt of messages.  M. E. Bayuk moved, M. Mitchell seconded the motion that we remove the question regarding subscribing to listserve for the next printing of the applications.  Motion carried.  M.E. moved, J. Puzycki seconded the motion to remove the option to join the listserve from the website.  R. McShane suggested a link to membership application be added rather than removing the listserve information from web site.  M. E. Bayuk amended her motion that rather than delete it from the website, to have the listserve link to the membership application.  Motion carried.  D. Hilton moved, T. Eicker seconded the motion to have the default option regarding the listserve question on current applications be to be added to listserve.  Motion carried.

B. Constituencies – M. Mitchell reported she worked on mail list of underrepresented populations in PCPA.  She sent out a letter regarding what PCPA has to offer.  PAECU– see if someone from Harrisburg could come to a meeting to update us on current legislation.  What is interest of board – conference, keystone, topic Board agreed would be a good idea and something for our January meeting.

C. Communications –J. Steel reported on behalf of C. Strong.  C. Strong is working on the November edition of newsletter.  The theme is how to communicate with students and technology.  While working on newsletter, C. Strong discovered inconsistencies between written and virtual materials and wondered if anyone else has noticed similar concerns they could share with her.  She noted the old PCPA website is still up and should be linked to new site.  

D. Development – J. Steel reported on Keystones.  The specifics to be set for release to the listserve by the end of September.  She is working on the Mentor/Mentee program for the conference with Laurie Verost.  They are working with areas of interest of mentees for future student affairs work.  The specific areas are Judicial, Admissions/Financial Aid, Activities/Orientation, Health/Wellness/Counseling.

VII.  Appointed Committee Reports:

A. 2003 Conference – K. Miller reported that J. Rossi has experienced a significant personal loss.  M. E. Bayuk has stepped up to cover registration.  Program presenters will be contacted by today regarding the date and time of the presentation.  There is some concern regarding the room assignment.  C. Strong is the site coordinator and was to work with Dan Barnett regarding room selection and trying to stay on one floor with all programs.  K. Miller noted T. Steiner said 14 programs and the 2 Keynote speakers were accepted for NBCC credits.  J. Merkle questioned how many were contacted with a mailing regarding the conference and how many were contacted by email regarding the on-line process.  M. E. Bayuk noted about 250 people went out via mail and over 800 people received information by email.  There are at least 36 people registered to date.  D. Wilson asked if we sent out information to ACPA executive board.  J. Merkle asked about ACPA members who work in PA.  K. Miller noted the database was incorrect and the main office still needs to send an updated database.  M. E. Bayuk asked who is working with the site regarding contract issues – down payment, is site still a go, last date for menu selections.  R. Lunardini noted about 7 programs that are being presented by IUP current students, alumni and faculty and he would like to get some more specifics to share on his IUP listserve to suggest support for PCPA and IUP at the conference.  

B. Faculty Liaison – R. Lunardini reported that K. Miller came to a lunch/presentation at IUP and he thanked K. Miller for that.  R. Lunardini noted that email contact has not worked in contacting other prep programs.  He will work on phone contact instead.  Some IUP students are putting together presentations on topics students may interested as well as exploring student affairs as a career path.  He is interested in doing a group presentation with area schools.  If interested, please contact R. Lundardini.

C. NBCC – K. Miller read T. Steiner’s report.  He received the programs from J. Rossi and sent information out.  14 programs and both Keynotes were approved for NBCC credit.  T. Steiner noted his thanks to the conference committee for helping him get his request to ACPA so early.

D. POAC – J. Merkle reported he continues to connect with past officers, which has been expanded from past presidents.  J. Puyzcki suggested he contact the new VP at Penn State for support of participation in PCPA.  J. Merkel is sending out a mailing including the registration form to chief student affairs officers for the round table breakfast and conference in general.  He has asked D. Wilson, V. King-Garwood, D. Riegelnegg and M. L Kennedy to be more active.

E. Historian – Due to absence of M. L. Kennedy, no report was given. 

F. Grad Student Liaison – K. Wolf noted she is also having difficulty getting responses from grad students to get representatives set up at each prep program schools.  She does have some reps set up and they are excited.  

VIII.  Old Business:

A. Pennsylvania Counseling Association mailing list – There were 1150 names on the list that were connected to higher education and a postcard was sent out to encourage their participation in our conference to earn NBCC credits.  The list is all licensed counselors and psychologists in PA and is around 6000 names. 

B. PCPA “stuff” – K. Miller questioned what may have been purchased for the conference.

C. Graduate student status – K. Miller asked M. E. Bayuk to provide an analysis of the 59 PCPA current student members.  The analysis includes information about location, type of degree, gender, years of experience, ethnicity and the institution each student attends.

D. ACPA/NASPA Consolidation – All have read the follow up report.  There was no new discussion or questions.

E. Conference 2004 – M. McGinnis is still trying to identify a 2004 conference chair and would like to identify a site as well.  D. Hilton noted he looked into Altoona and the prices aren’t in line with what we do and asked about the site from last year.  Concern was raised again about having co-chairs.  Several names were suggested as potential conference chairs.

F. 2003-2004 Timeline – K. Miller asked if anyone had any additions to the timeline.

IX.  New Business: 

A. Associate member membership category – K. Miller and C. Strong had discussed the category and if PCPA was interested in maintaining this.  It was for people who have left student affairs but are still in higher education.  M. E. Bayuk wondered if it was for people out of state or people whom are out of the field but consulting within higher education.  K. Miller would like to see it maintained.  It was decided to maintain it and market it better.  M. E. Bayuk suggested a group to consider for this category as well are those who graduate, take a job in another state and would like to come back to PA.  This would allow them to remain active while out of state.

B. Digi-chat – K. Miller noted using digi-chat as an on-line Keystone.  He had discussed this idea at the January  2003 exec meeting at RACC.  He would like to revisit the idea and see if Professional Development would like to look into it.  The question of what would be potential topics was addressed.  In addition, we could control access, if we charge or not, time, etc.  Some discussion included trying a date in January, considering marketing to grad students and topics could be ethics, use of case study,  student affairs open house – several chats simultaneous with student affairs professionals.
