Despite the varied approaches, 

the effects of alcohol abuse on campuses remain evident 

ς students are transported for emergency medical care, 

alcohol bottles and cans litter communities, noise esca-

lates, fights ensue, classroom performance suffers and 

harassment and violence disrupt the environment.  In 

the worst case scenario, students die from alcohol poi-

soning or from mixing alcohol with other drugs.   

The debate continues as to what approach represents 

the best practice for addressing alcohol abuse at colleg-

es/universities.  Do social norms campaigns deter poten-

tial drinkers?  If the drinking age were lowered to 18 

would the temptation to imbibe be less compelling?  

Does enforcement of strict penalties have the greatest 

impact on behavior change?  Would a combination of

On March 31, the General Assembly of Pennsylvania
